Juliet Cesario – Maggie
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Best known for her role as Belldandy in the English language version of “Oh! My Goddess”, Juliet Cesario has also played Miyuki in “You’re Under Arrest”, Kaichou in  “Clamp School Detectives”, Sarah Bryant in “Virtua Fighter”, Alfin in “Crusher Joe”, Ms. Kasahara in “Shinesman”, Rane in “Elf Princess Rane”, Mutio in “Blue Submarine No. 6”, and many other animated roles.  She got her start on camera in “Star Trek; Next Generation”; she has since worked on “Dawson’s Creek”, “One Tree Hill”, “Surface”, “American Gothic”, and the movie “Bruno”, directed by Shirley MacLaine, among other shows.  Most recently she played Dana in the upcoming movie “Little Red Wagon”.   She has appeared in numerous commercials and plays, but considers voice acting her favorite occupation.  She’s a vegetarian, who’s currently living by the beach with her Carolina surfer dog, Koji, and 4 high maintenance cats.

Linda Lavin – Narrator
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Linda Lavin, star of stage, screen, and television, is probably best known for her work on the television sitcom “Alice”.  She played the title role from 1976-1985 and won two Golden Globe awards for her work on "Alice".  She even sang the theme song for the show.   Linda has had recurring roles on “Barney Miller”, “Room for Two”, “Conrad Bloom”, and “The OC”.  She has had guest appearances on “Rhoda”, “Law & Order: Criminal Intent”, “Touched by an Angel”, “The Sopranos”, and many other television shows.  Linda received a Tony award for her performance in “Broadway Bound” and has starred in numerous other plays on Broadway including “The Last of the Red Hot Lovers”, “The Diary of Anne Frank”, “The Tale of the Allergist’s Wife”, and most recently “Collected Stories”, for which she received her fifth Tony nomination.  She made her film debut in “The Muppets Take Manhattan”, and has also appeared in the films “See You in the Morning”, “I Want to Go Home”, and currently can be see in “The Back-up Plan”.

Elijah Chester – Tucker

Elijah Chester is an actor, and Grammy & Dove Award winner.  This North Carolina boy has been performing professionally since the age of 10, where he appeared alongside Broadway stars Jason Graae and Chita Rivera. That's all it took to convince him that the stage and eventually the screen was his passion.  His studies and training have ranged from the NC School of the Arts in dance, UNC at Greensboro in voice and acting, and the prestigious Juilliard School in NYC for acting and voice.   Elijah's extensive experience and scope of work on stage and screen have taken him around the world, and afforded him the opportunity to work with such artists as Francis Ford Coppola and Luciano Pavarotti to other numerous stars of stage, film and television.
